Dear Friends in Christ, 
 
Thank you for the incredibly warm welcome to LGUMC.  Your energy, graciousness, 
and commitment to ministry has been a true blessing to me in the last couple of 
weeks.  Thank you for sharing your stories, for working countless hours on the par-
sonage, and for patiently guiding me through worship services, budgets, and organ-
izational charts.  There is a lot to learn in the early weeks of a new job in a new loca-

tion, so thank you for serving as my spiritual and organizational GPS.  Mostly, thank you for opening your hearts to 
me and the possibility of new ministry together, even as you grieve saying goodbye to Pastor Lee and Jo.   It is a 
testament to your hospitality and love, which are foundational to BEING the Body of Christ. 
 
Many of you have asked me about my plans and vision for ministry here at LGUMC – rightly so. However, at this 
time of new beginnings, the best response I can give is that I pray we would simply BE the Body of Christ for 
awhile.  After a time of transitions, departures, and arrivals, the body has to rest, breathe, and get reacquainted with 
the ground on which it stands.  We all know this in our personal lives.  After a major life transition, we feel tired 
and a bit uncertain about who we are.  The best way to recover ourselves is to rest – not push.  This is true for us as 
individuals and true for us as the Body of Christ. 
 
 We are the hopelessly imperfect messengers of God’s grace that have been brought together to serve at this time 
and in this place; the Body.  And for now, the Body needs to rest in God’s grace, breathe in God’s Spirit, and learn 
anew who we truly are.  My hope is that our “Meet the pastor” gatherings become an opportunity to do this.  As we 
share our stories and our hopes and dreams for ministry here, we rekindle the flame of God’s love within and among 
us.  “Love one another as I have loved you,” Jesus said.  The Christian life is as simple, and challenging, as that.

We may never 
see the end results, but that is the difference between the master builder and the worker.  We are workers, not master 
builders; ministers, not messiahs.  We are prophets of a future not our own.”

Tell me about your small group experience:   
 Al:  Prior to this group, I was in small group years ago. It was very different than this group, as the minister “matched” 
people to different groups as he identified those who he thought could support and help one another. That was more of a friendship 
group, as opposed to a spiritual development group, and we met only monthly. 
Tell us what happens in your small group: 
 Al: We use the “Upper Room Devotional” as a starting and reference point for our sessions.  We use the Wednesday refer-
ence questions found in the devotional, and the discussion takes off from there.  We also reference the Bible readings that are con-
tained in the devotional booklet, and sometimes comment and discuss the short articles/personal stories that we find interesting.  
Often we stay after our hour meeting time just to talk and get caught up with each other. We have a group of about six people who 
get together. 
How has this small group helped you personally in your spiritual journey? 
 Al: It has helped me accomplish my goal of wanting a group that would encourage me to read devotionals on a daily basis.  
Because of the group, I am more motivated to continue regular devotional and Bible passage reading. 
 What is one of the favorite aspects of your group? 
 Al: We really learn from each other and gain knowledge, tolerance and acceptance in unexpected areas as a result of our 
weekly time together.  And we enjoy the fellowship time too. 
What would you say to someone who was curious about joining your small group? 

Al: Come visit, try us out, and stay if you like it.

All Faiths Habitat for Humanity Project – Cupertino  

 
LGUMC supports and is engaged with other denominations to build a new home in Cupertino, part of a 4-
home project by Habitat for Humanity Silicon Valley. The other three homes will be funded by other donors. 
One home will be funded by various Christian denominations, Jewish communities, and other faiths. What a 
tremendous opportunity to share our faith experiences and work for economic justice! 
 
This is brand new information. The project will take 15 months, expected completion December 2012. 
Construction has not started. Stay tuned for more information – At Church – In the Spire. 
 
What has happened? Cupertino approved a plan to build four homes at the northwest intersection of Hwy 
85 and De Anza Blvd. The permitting process is still underway, and if completed soon the building process 
can begin within the next 30 to 60 days. Volunteers from local congregations have begun to meet and organ-
ize. 
 
What still needs to happen? Communicate, organize, recruit, join, volunteer, raise funds and get excited. 
 
How much money? LGUMC Council authorized the raising of $5000 outside of budget and pledge as a 
contribution goal toward a total target for the all faiths alliance, $150,000.
