SEND A VALENTINE TO HERSHEY . . . The Hershey Company declines to certify that their
chocolate is free from the work of child labor/slavery and abuse. Much of the world’'s cocoa is grown
and harvested with child labor, and much of that is forced slave labor, the result of human trafficking
and/or debt bondage. The work is hard, often dangerous, and the hours are long. The formal education
that child laborers receive is probably scant, if any. A number of companies have pledged to use cocoa
that is fair traded, but the Hershey Company is one of several large companies that declined to certify.

On February 6, come to the Outreach Table and SIGN A PETITION asking the Hershey Company to
use cocoa that is free of slave/child-labor. Social Justice and Outreach ministries are working together
to help end human trafficking of all types, and to give the world guilt-free chocolates.

Look for the announcement very soon from Social Justice about the screening of the documentary, “The
Dark Side of Chocolate.”
