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QUESTIONS FOR UMW'’S EVENING CIRCLE
CO CHAIRS: MARY ELLEN HEISING AND LOIS STOCKING

How long have you been leading our UMW'’s Evening Circle?

Mary Ellen—Lois and | have been leading the Circle together for about four years. Part of the reason for our
successful leadership is that we work well together, respect and love each other and both are dedicated to mak-
ing it a meaningful experience for the women.

Do you have events other than the regular monthly meetings?

Lois: We do have events besides our monthly meetings. The past few years we have a Sunday Brunch for all
women to learn about an important subject, like human trafficking, to enjoy fellowship with other women, and to
have a spiritual experience. In the summer we went to the mountains for a “Women’s Day Away” for meditation,
spiritual growth and fellowship. Also, district and conference events and retreats have been a wonderful spiri-
tual journey. We have visited a mission project in San Francisco.

The UMW Evening Circle attendance has at least doubled (and maybe tripled), what are you doing to make this
happen?

Lois: We have tried to have meaningful programs that offer a growth opportunity. We meet in homes, thus we
can really get to know the hostess. We try to have people carpool. The meeting really starts when a member
enters another persons car. Te wonderful people in our Circle really care about new and old members and
show it in many ways.

What is a sampling of the monthly programs that you have had this past year?

Mary Ellen: We try to have a variety of programs that would be of interest to our members which inform them of
our church’s ministries and community services, and foster fellowship. Last year we had someone from our
church’s staff, someone from a non-profit organization, at least one meeting where participation is from all the
members on a given subject, reflections on our church’s history, and one member leading “the Bible on one

page.”

How do you reach out to new members?

Lois: Personally asking someone to attend a meeting or event seems to be the best way to reach new people.
We try to always give them a ride to the meeting, and introduce them to our friendly caring group, they are
called to be reminded of the meeting and rids are arranged.

How do you think that UMW fits into our church’s vision of Belong, Grow, Serve?

Mary Ellen: Belong: The Circle has been a place where several new or non-involved women have felt wel-
comed.

Grow: The Circle includes a prayer or meditation in all of the meetings, and many programs have spiritual merit.
Serve: Each year the Circle has a service project for a non-profit or a particular need within the church.

What would your New Year’s wish be for UMW?

Lois: My wish would be for more women to join us and experi-
ence the joy of expanding our horizons, being in a caring group
and knowing that they are making a difference in people’s lives.

Mary Ellen: My New Year's wish? | have two. One is that we
could start at least two more Circles. One of them would be fo-
cused on women with young children and the other would be a
daytime Circle for women who no longer want to go out during the
evening.

My other wish is that more women would want to become a part of UMW and benefit from any of the close rela-
tionships and opportunities that | have been blessed with because of my involvement.
