 Strategic Recommendation #9 was to renovate the church facilities in preparation for the 21st century.  This 
was done by a major remodeling of our downstairs gym.  With a capital campaign in place, the old gym was reno-
vated into our new Student Center.  New bathrooms, wiring, heating, and the on-going water problem has been 
solved.  Air conditioning and a kitchen for the youth has been added. 
 We must not forget the very successful Grace Preschool which was launched in 2004 and was voted the best 
preschool in Los Gatos in 2010. 
 These are some of the major accomplishments that have taken place during Lee’s tenure.  We would be re-
miss if thanks and credit were not given to dozens of our members, friends and administrative staff who have 
worked diligently with Lee to move us forward in our mission to “Grow as followers of Jesus Christ who live God’s 
love in the world.”

The word “remember” is an important word. It often invites reflection on past 
events by connecting them in ways that evoke meaning. As we grow older, we be-
gin to use that word with greater frequency as there is much more of the material 
of life lived to become the fodder for that reflection.

The word “imagine” is an equally important word. It often invites reflection on future events by connecting them in 
ways that evoke meaning. As we grow older, it becomes incumbent upon us to use that word with greater frequency 
if our lives are to make a difference and if we are to discern and make a significant contribution toward God’s pre-
ferred future for ourselves and our world. 
 
Perhaps the greatest resource through which we conduct fruitful reflection in using the word “imagine” is our con-
sideration of the scriptures. For those of us who are part of the faith community, especially Los Gatos UMC, those 
scriptures which perhaps best reflect our desire for spiritual growth include the Kingdom parables and the life, death 
and resurrection of Jesus Christ. As we meditate on these texts, we become connected in ways which evoke a vision 
for God’s preferred future. We imagine how the kingdoms of this world can become the Kingdom of our God and 
of His Christ. And, we imagine how God may use us in the transformation of the world. 
 
As this winter turns to spring in both nature and our church community, I invite you to both remember and imagine. 
Remember our values by living into them. Volunteer in ministries of radical hospitality, passionate worship, inten-
tional faith development, risk taking mission and service, and extravagant generosity. Make a hands-on contribution 
to an event or experience that someone else will remember, and through which, they will become inspired to evoke 
the very presence of God. 
 
Likewise, I invite you to imagine through the texts of the bible. Volunteer to lead by joining with other leadership 
of our church in dreaming God’s dream for who you and we, together, are becoming.

 Lee Neish and members of the Vision Team 
reported on the over arching goal to help congre-
gants move horizontally through “Belong, Grow and 
Serve” ministries. The result of the visioning process 
is intended to have the budget aligned to more effec-
tively address our purpose driven ministries and 
meet our apportionment quotas.  A Congregational 
conversation will be held to obtain input before any 
final approvals are made by the Church Council.
