October is Domestic Violence awareness month. Domestic violence is the leading cause of injury to
women between the ages of 15 and 44 in the United States, more than car accidents, muggings, and rapes
combined. ("Violence Against Women, A Majority Staff Report,” Committee on the Judiciary, United States
Senate, 102nd Congress, October 1992, p.3.) As people of faith, there is work to be done. Write your mem-
ber of Congress now and ask them to retain the funding for the ‘Violence Against Women Act,’ the ‘Family

Violence Prevention & Services Act’ and the ‘Victims of Crime Act.’

October is also traditionally the month churches of different denominations lift up the need to advocate for
hunger issues at home and in the world through the Bread for the World program. This year we hope to tie
our efforts to World Wide Communion Sunday, October 2, when the emphasis will be on Bread. Social Jus-
tice Committee will be urging you to take three minutes of your time and write a letter to your congressional
representatives to express concern over what seems to be an attempt to balance our federal budget on the
backs of the poor. 43 million people in the U.S. depend on Supplemental Nutrition Assistance pro-

grams. We need to insure that nutrition and development programs that enable families to eat are pro-
tected. This can help create a better future for them and for all of us.

The Social Justice Committee will be developing goals for the coming year. Stewardship means not just
allocating money, but allocating time and energy to issues that will address injustice. Please attend our
next committee meeting, October 5™ at 7PM in the Art Gallery or seek out a member, and tell them the is-

sue that you feel needs attention.

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BLESSING’S FROM THE KITCHEN

There are few places in this world that have more opportunity than the family table. | say family
table rather than dinner table because it is so much more than simply sharing a meal. Sitting
down together “in the round” where you have to be face to face is... well... priceless. In our busy
lives | know this is no small feat. It takes dedication, planning, organization, and most of all com-
mitment. (hmmm, sorta like a family!) The result of all of this hard work is a sacred space where
the family becomes one, stepping off the crazy merry-go-round we call life, and just connecting to
one another. There is a casualness about it, a sweet comfort there as your day apart winds down.
As your children become teenagers the reward of all this persistence is clearer. All the ground-
work you have mindfully laid pays off. Not only will you know about you daughters dramatic break
up with her boyfriend, but you will know she had a boyfriend at all. You may also know his name,
where he lives, and his parent’'s names. Because of all this open communication at the table, you
probably even have some details. (Don'’t delete his contact info from your phone just yet; you
never know what next week may bring!)

Many lessons are taught and learned at this table, and the space you create around it. Pa-
tience, as food is passed around or through listening to another speak. Gratitude, for the bounty
and beauty of this meal, and a simple thank you to the hands that prepared it. Teamwork, even
the youngest child can use a salad spinner (a favorite in my home) or help set the table. What an
accomplishment for them! Conversation skills are learned, making eye contact, reading body lan-
guage, and learning to express their opinion in a safe space. It is a place for parents to discuss
their values and opinions, teaching non-judgment, modeling appropiate behavior and respect for
all. Table manners can be practiced and new food can be tried.

Here’s the best part. The family table is the place to start your own family traditions. Maybe
you have pizza Friday’s or try a recipe from a different country each week. Maybe you each get to
say what you are thankful for or share a high and low from your day. (One high and one low only
please!) My husband got a daily paper and we always did the daily quiz.

We learned so much together! The ease of conversation here creates it
in other places.

Whatever you decide, that's the magic. No two tables are the same.
Coming together in the ordinary, and the extraordinary, laughter and
tears in equal measure.

I can only share with you what a sweet time this was, and is for my
family and me. No electronic distraction allowed just time spent together
face to face and heart to heart. See you at the Table!
