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“I did not come to be served, but to serve others…” (Mark 10:45).  “Truly I 
tell you, whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers and sisters 
of mine, you did for me” ( Matthew 25: 40). “Do this in remembrance of 
me” (Luke 22:19). 
 
These are the words of Jesus; words that remind us that serving others is 
central to our Christian faith.  Through study and worship, we come to 

know the love of Jesus, but it is in service that we experience the love of Jesus, as it moves through 
us and brings healing to the world.  I have never experienced this truth more profoundly than I did in 
my recent United Methodist Volunteers in Mission trip to Haiti. I have been home for 13 days now 
and am still pondering the incredible gift of grace that I received there. 
 
We serve others in a variety of different ways and places and for many different reasons.  We serve 
to help, to make the world a better place, to grow spiritually, to know ourselves more deeply, and to 
know Christ more fully.  As Christians, we serve because Christ served, because he tore down 
walls that divided the human family and he asks us to do the same.  Service heals and moves the 
world toward wholeness.  Servants are changed in the process, too. 
 
As we step beyond the comfort of our home and our known routines, we are stripped of the trap-
pings that make us feel self-assured and confident.  Stripped of the “things” we normally rely upon, 
we come to trust in God and our fellow volunteers in mission.  In doing that, we discover new ca-
pacities within ourselves .  I can say for myself that each mission trip teaches me to let go and give 
a little more.  Christ’s strength makes it possible to give more than we can imagine and find incredi-
ble joy in the giving. 
 
The greatest joy of service, for me, is discovering the power of God’s love to build bridges between 
strangers.  Crossing the boundaries of language, culture, nationality, socio-economic status, and 
race, I have seen God’s love be the connective tissue that binds us together.  Working together, 
singing together, sharing our common humanity, laughing and crying together as One Body of 
Christ.  These are glimpses of the kingdom of God in our very midst.  They are God’s gifts to us as 
we connect with God’s mission in the world. 
 
I pray that every friend and member of Los Gatos UMC would discover these gifts through service 
and mission in the coming year.  In just a few weeks, we will be sending forth an UMVIM team to 
Caconde, Brazil and I hope that our work in Haiti is just beginning.  But, you don’t have to go to an-
other country to experience the gift of service.  You can join us as we serve Friday breakfast at the 
San Jose Family Shelter or get involved in our upcoming Habitat for Humanity project.  Or perhaps 
there is a new service opportunity that God is calling us to begin? 
 
Martin Luther King, Jr., said, “Everyone can be great because everyone can serve.  You don’t have 
to have a college degree to serve…you don’t even have to make your subject and your verb 
agree…you only need a heart full of grace…a soul generated by love.”

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CHURCH COUNCIL NOTES 
 

 The Church Council met on August 16 to hear important 
updates from committee chairs, plans for future activities and take 
time to contemplate devotions.   
 
 The Dashboard revealed revenues to date are 103% of 
budget at $323,023 and expenses are 99% of budget at $341,178.  
About $13,000 were unbudgeted monies necessary to update the 
parsonage.  We’re grateful for the generous volunteers and donors 
who kept this cost to a minimum. 
 
 Bryan Mekechuk, finance chair, announced that there will 
be a Stewardship Campaign in October with Commitment Sunday 
set for November 13.  Church Council and all committees were 
asked to develop their goals for the 2012 fiscal year, so that congre-
gants will know what the Church needs to provide programs and 
services. 
 
 Jennifer Stagnaro, SPR chair, reported that people were 
responding well to the “Meet the Pastor” sessions, and they will be 
scheduled through September.  SPR is focusing on looking for a 
music director for the contemporary service.  She also noted which 
committee members were serving as liaisons to specific staff mem-
bers to ensure effective communication and support. 
  
 Jennifer Murdock reported that she plans to develop a 
Worship Team for the 9:15AM and 11:00AM services to plan 
themes and provide support. 
 
 Jess Salem, co-chair with Pat on the Guest and Member-
ship Team, noted how each member functions and how they follow-
up with visitors.  It was decided that a welcome letter should also 
come from Pastor Murdock.  A Membership Dinner is scheduled 
for Monday, September 26.  The team needs parking lot greeters 
and volunteers to serve at the guest services table. 
 
 Pastor Murdock announced exciting plans are underway 
for the “Homecoming” scheduled for September 11 and 18.  All 
committee members will be participating to make this an informa-
tive, exciting day to kick-off the fall season.
