In-Spire

“Ashes to ashes, dust to dust... from dust you were formed and to dust
you will return.” These familiar words mark the beginning of our Lenten jour-
ney; a journey that begins with the recognition of our fragile humanity. We of-
ten say that Lent is a journey to the heart of God, but it is, just as much, a
journey to the heart of humanity. Another way to speak of Lent’s beginnings
is captured by the prophet in Micah 6:8, “What does the Lord require of you
but to do justice, love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?” The root
of the word humble is humus (ground). Human and humility are essentially
the same. If you want to be fully human, you must be grounded in humility.
This is the firm foundation upon which our spiritual lives are built.

Humility is not a popular word in our contemporary culture. It is rarely
spoken, and when it is, it is seldom understood. We tend to think of humility
as beating ourselves up, lacking self-confidence, or worse, allowing others to
humiliate us. But, this is not spiritual humility. In fact, the truly humble person
walks confidently with God, knowing that it is God alone that defines and sus-
tains our humanity. Humility, according to Henri Nouwen, is “the grateful rec-
ognition that we are precious in God’s eyes and that all we are is pure gift.”

To be a fragile, impermanent vessel for God'’s divine grace is the hall-
mark of genuine, humble humanity. Christ taught us this. His invitation to us
during this season of Lent is to become intimately aware of our “created-
ness;” to acknowledge our imperfections and our impermanence. Acknowl-
edge, with gratitude, the profound love and forgiveness that you are capable
of giving. Even more, acknowledge the profound love and forgiveness that
God has given you. See yourself as the gloriously flawed creation that God
so loves — that is Christian humility. It is right-sized; neither self-loathing nor
prideful. It places God at the center of existence and accepts the honor of be-
ing part of God’s magnificent creation. The journey begins with humility. Itis
a beautiful place to begin!

May you know the joy of being fully human this Lenten season and may
you be filled with God’s loving presence as you walk humbling toward Easter!

She brings many talents and a fresh commitment to our
church community. Lindsey grew up in the Outer Banks of North Carolina and received her under-
graduate and graduate degrees from the University of South Carolina. Lindsey is a CPA and she
too works for PricewaterhouseCoopers in San Jose as a Tax Director. Lindsey moved to the Bay
Area in late 2005 and began attending Los Gatos UMC. She met and married her husband, Mi-
chael (Mick) Menne here in San Jose and welcomed their first child, Neah, in May of 2011. Neah
was recently baptized and welcomed into our church family this past November. We are blessed
to have Lindsey serve our church community and look forward to her thoughtful care and guid-
ance.
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OUR NONAGENARIANS

On 10/6/21 Kern Hamilton was born in Danville, Kentucky, a town of about 5000 people. Kern had an
older brother and sister, both of whom are now deceased. Thanks to the fact that his father had a secure job
with the railroad, the Hamiltons survived the Depression without difficulty, and Kern enjoyed a happy small-
town childhood. At the ripe old age of nine he caddied for golfers, making twenty-five cents per nine-hole
game. Kern was hooked and golf remained a lifelong passion. Basketball was another love, to the extent that
he hoped for a basketball scholarship to college. Unfortunately, an offer at Tulane University fell through, de-
laying his entrance to college by a year. In 1940 Kern enrolled at the University of Kentucky, majoring in me-
chanical engineering and joining ROTC.

Knowing that war probably was coming, in 1941 Kern dropped out of college and went with friends to
Jeffersonville, Indiana, working to build igloos for ammunition storage. He soon moved to Texarkana, Texas,
doing the same sort of work. During that time Pearl Harbor was attacked. In 1942 he was included in a group
that his chief engineer took to Evansville, Indiana, to make LSTs (landing ships). Kern was hired as the produc-
tion clerk under the man who ran the shipyard. Later called to the draft board, he was classified as 4F because
of a heart murmur. Back he went to the shipyard until May of 1945 when the draft board reexamined him, found
no heart murmur, and promptly sent him to Fort Knox.

After three months Private Hamilton enrolled in OCS (Officer Candidate School), graduating in June of
1946. By that time Kern was engaged to Betty Brown, whom he had met while working at the shipyard, and
they married on his graduation day. Kern was assigned to the occupation force in Japan. After leaving Betty
with her parents in Freport, lllinois, he set sail from Seattle on a 5000-man troopship. En route to Japan the
ship encountered a fierce storm. Most of the passengers were seasick, but Kern, who had never been on the
ocean, was just fine.

South of Tokyo the U.S. military took over Japan’s air force academy. To prevent the black market from
using American dollars, the military removed U.S. dollars from the troops coming in to Japan, replacing the
money with scrip. Second Lieutenant Hamilton was the Finance Officer at the academy. Upon discharge from
the army Kern returned to the University of Kentucky where he majored in Business Administration, graduating
in June of 1949. A month later their first child, Delinda, was born in Freport, lllinois. Three years later they had
their second child, Rebecca.

Kern had been in California previously and knew a man in Oakland who owned a company (I. F. Jones
& Co.) that was a custom manufacturer of chemical specialties. Kern was hired as a salesman and learned
manufacturing procedures from Mr. Jones. After three months with the company, Kern was offered a partner-
ship and the business became known as Jones-Hamilton Co. One year later Mr. Jones died, and Kern took in
a partner to help him run the company.

Betty and Kern lived in an Oakland apartment for three years, and in 1952 they bought a new home
on a quarter acre in a development in Hayward. They paid all of $10,000 for it. In 1955 the plant was moved to
Newark. Over the years the company evolved, building a new plant in Ohio, closing the Newark facility, and
changing its product. Most recently, in 2008, the Ohio plant was expanded and now produces a chemical that
inhibits bacteria in commercially produced chickens and removes the ammonia that accumulates in chicken
litter. All along, Kern has been involved in the company and now serves as Co-chairman of the Board of Jones-
Hamilton Co.

In 1962 Kern and Betty had a home built on Twin Oaks Drive in Los Gatos. Kern was a lifelong Meth-
odist, so he and Betty joined LGUMC. Over the years Kern has served on many church committees, including
those of building and finance. He claims that the toughest job in the church was when he and Betty co-taught
the high school group. Kern and Betty traveled throughout the U.S. and all over the world—Australia, Malaysia,
Japan, England, France, Germany, and Austria. After 44 years of marriage, Betty died in December of 1990.

Virginia Stewart, a friend of theirs for many years, married Kern in 1993. The traveling experiences
continued—back to Europe, Alaska, countries of the North Sea, and all along the east coast during the fall. In
2003 Kern and Virginia moved to The Terraces. Like Betty, Virginia developed health issues, and died in 2005.

Throughout his life Kern has enjoyed golf, but another pleasure has been helping people whenever he
could.

Asked what advice he would give to others, Kern responded, “You're a neophyte all your life. You're
learning all the time. In business...be honest, trustworthy, not be a know-it-all. Talk things out with people...
You have the Lord...to help you every day. Stay connected.”
